Hours of Operation

Courts are open daily at 9:00 a.m. (weather permitting).  The Club closes at 10:00 p.m. weekdays
and 9:00 p.m. on weekends and holidays.

Court Reservations / Times

No advanced court bookings are accepted.  Players must use the court rotation board at all times.
If your court time is not posted, you may be bumped off the court.  Time allotted is 30 minutes
for singles play and 45 minutes for doubles play.  However, players may remain on court as long
as they wish if no one is waiting for a court.  Courts 10 and 11 are priority-coaching courts and
you may be bumped from these for lessons.  On a trial basis, Juniors will also be allowed
bumping privileges on courts 10 and 11, except for Tuesday and Thursday evenings.

Attire

Players must wear suitable tennis attire and shoes when playing.  Blue jeans, cut-offs and muscle
shirts (or no shirt) are not permitted.  Only non-marking tennis shoes are allowed on the courts.

Guests / Guest Fees

Members may sponsor guests for a daily fee of $5.00 for each adult or student and $2.00 for each
junior.  The same guest is permitted only one visit per month.  Members are responsible for
paying the guest fee at the Club office prior to playing.

Use of Wildewood Club Facilities

Winnipeg Lawn Tennis Club members are entitled to use the facilities (showers, swimming
pool, dining room and lounge) of the Wildewood Club as associate members during the tennis
season (April 15 to October 31).  Members must observe Wildewood Club rules governing
associate members when using Wildewood Club facilities.  Locker rentals are available through
the Wildewood Club office.  Pool tags are required for use of the pool.  A limited number of tags
are available at the tennis office.

Members should carry their WLTC membership cards with them when using the Wildewood
Club facilities.

Court Rules and Regulations

A detailed list of the club rules is posted courtside.  Failure to abide by club rules and regulations
will result in a review of membership status, which could include termination of membership.
This may result in no refund being offered.
